JOHN DANIEL: Very Brief Biography

Author of nine books of poetry, essays, and memoir, John Daniel recently won the 2011 Oregon Book Award in creative nonfiction for his collection of essays, The Far Corner.  His Rogue River Journal, an account of a winter in solitude interwoven with memoirs of his father and his own coming of age, won the 2006 Pacific Northwest Booksellers Award, and he has won two previous Oregon Book Awards and a fellowship from the National Endowment for the Arts as well.  A former Wallace Stegner Fellow at Stanford University and James Thurber Writer-in-Residence at Ohio State University—and a former logger, hod carrier, railroader, and rock climbing instructor—Daniel lives with his wife, Marilyn Daniel, in the Coast Range foothills west of Eugene, Oregon.
